OLMSTED MEDICAL CENTER AND SHOPKO  
TO OPEN SECOND FASTCARE CLINIC 

 
 
Rochester, MN— Olmsted Medical Center (OMC) announced today it is opening a second area 
FastCare clinic on Wednesday, Dec. 26, 2007, in the Rochester Shopko south store, 2820 South 
Broadway, Rochester, MN.  

FastCare in Shopko south (next to Menards) joins the original Rochester FastCare, which opened 
July 16 at Shopko north (next to Chateau Theatres). OMC nurse practitioners and physician assistants 
will staff the new clinic, supervised by FastCare Medical Directors Michael Blue, DO, and Randy 
Hemann, MD, OMC family medicine physicians. 

OMC FastCare provides convenient and affordable healthcare services for the general public. 
Visitors do not need to be OMC patients. The OMC FastCare clinics will address basic healthcare 
needs, treating symptoms such as sore throats, fevers, flu (ages 10 and up), colds, mono, ear 
infections, sinus infections (ages 5 and up), acne, allergies, bruises, cold sores, minor burns, skin 
infections/rashes (athletes foot, poison oak/ivy, etc.), bladder/urinary tract infections (women ages 12 
and up), and insect bites/stings. OMC FastCare services also include pregnancy tests (for women ages 
18 and up) and suture removal.  

Both OMC FastCare clinics in the Rochester Shopko stores have convenient hours: Monday 
through Friday, 8:30 AM-8:30 PM, Saturdays 8:30 AM-5 PM, and Sundays 10 AM-5 PM. The cost per 
visit is $45 (plus additional charges for lab services). OMC FastCare accepts healthcare insurance and 
will process claims with visitors’ insurance carriers.  

OMC, an integrated regional medical center, is opening the second area FastCare clinic in Shopko 
in response to high demand for retail-based healthcare. OMC continues to direct FastCare patient care, 
manage its clinician employment, and monitor the clinics’ quality of service. Visitors to OMC FastCare 
will continue to benefit from the full support of OMC’s excellent primary care facilities and more than 20 
specialty care concentrations. 

“The new OMC FastCare in Shopko south will provide even greater healthcare access to people in 
the Rochester region,” said Hemann. ”The FastCare option has proven extremely popular in Rochester.

This is the sixth FastCare clinic to open within Shopko locations in the past year and a half. Other 
FastCare clinics are located in Green Bay, Appleton and Manitowoc, WI. The clinics have exceeded 
expectations as consumers are hungry for convenient, low-cost options for meeting their basic 
healthcare needs.

Should 
there be a wait, visitors will receive a silent pager they can use in the store that will alert them when the 
FastCare provider is ready to see them.
